For members to attend Conferences, Workshops, Short courses and Technical Site visits will 

generally require payment of a discounted fee. Non-members are welcome to register and attend all events 

on payment of a full fee to cover set up and admin costs. 

Events are usually promoted to members through the BioFlash newsletter and by e-mail flyer to those on the 

Bioenergy Association Database.  Webinar details including a profile of the guest presenter and the session 

topic will be available in the BioFlash and by email flyers 3 weeks prior to the session (including all details on 

how to make a booking and participate in the event).
